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PMR 097 
Overseas Jurisdiction Clause  

(excluding USA / Canada) 

The following additional terms and conditions shall apply to Section 1 only in relation to any action: 

a) brought outside the United Kingdom; 

b) brought in the United Kingdom to enforce a judgment or finding of a court or other tribunal outside the United Kingdom; 

c) in which it is contended that the governing law is other than those of the United Kingdom. 

Definitions 

The following terms shall have the following meanings for the purpose of these additional terms and conditions only. 

Indemnity limit 

Shall mean Insurers’ total liability to pay damages, claimant’s costs, fees and expenses, Defence costs and expenses and shall 

not exceed the sum(s) stated in the schedule in respect of any one claim or series of claims arising out of one originating cause 

and in total for all claims first made during the Period of insurance. If more than one person is entitled to an indemnity under the 

terms of this Policy then the Insurers’ total liability to all such persons shall not exceed this Indemnity limit. 

Excess 

Is the first amount paid in respect of each claim inclusive of Defence costs and expenses and shall be       each claim and not 

as stated in the schedule. 

Insuring clauses 

For the purpose of these additional terms and conditions only the Insuring Clause headed Defence costs and expenses is 

deleted. 

All other terms and conditions of this Policy remain unaltered.
